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"GEORGIA DAY" CELEBRATED THIS WEEK   
  (Atlanta - February 10, 2012)  This Sunday, February 12, marks the 279th anniversary of the founding of Georgia.  "Georgia 

Day" is celebrated each year to commemorate this historic occasion.  The Georgia Division of the Sons of Confederate Veterans is 
proud to help bring recognition of this landmark event which eventually paved the way for Georgia's role in both American and Con-
federate history. 
 

Having been granted a charter by the King of England to establish the colony of Georgia, General James Oglethorpe arrived on a 
site near the present day city of Savannah on February 12, 1733 with a group of original settlers onboard The Ann.  It was Ogle-
thorpe's hope to establish a colony where the many citizens of Great Britain who had been thrown into debtor's prison for their inabil-
ity to repay their debts could start life anew with their families.  The king of England viewed the establishment of Georgia as a good 
way to create a "buffer zone" between his Spanish enemies in St. Augustine, Florida to the south and the English city of Charles-
town, South Carolina to the north.  Savannah was founded as Georgia's first city and also has the distinction of being the first 
"planned" city in America, having been designed by General Oglethorpe, himself. 
 

In the end, there were not as many rescued from debtor's prison and brought to Georgia as Oglethorpe had envisioned; but the new 
English colony became a place of hope for a multitude of other peoples looking for liberty and a fresh start.  Along with English set-
tlers, there were also German Salzburgers who brought with them the introduction of vineyards and silk worms, Moravians who were 
seeking a place of religious freedom, and a great number of Scots Highlanders who proved to be the fiercest defenders of the new 
colony during subsequent Spanish attacks.  Georgia began as a place of hope for many people and Oglethorpe's original laws bar-
ring rum, slaves, and lawyers caused the young colony to prosper immediately through the hard work and industry of its early colo-
nists. 
 

The Sons of Confederate Veterans believe that it is fitting in these trying times of 2012 that all Georgians remember the vision of our 
founder James Oglethorpe and the hard work of Georgia's earliest settlers who each sought to make our dear state a place dedi-
cated to "wisdom, justice, and moderation" as established in our state motto.

Georgia Division Executive Council Meeting, January 21, 2012 
Old Capital Building,  Milledgeville, Georgia 

 
The meeting was called to order by Commander Jack Bridwell at 1:20pm.  
The invocation was given by Ray McBerry 
Mike Mull led the pledge to the flags. 
Roll was called by Division Chief of Staff and a quorum was declared with 9 out of 18 
absent.  Fifty percent makes a quorum. 
 

Adjutant’s Report—Adjutant Tim Pilgrim 
·  Operating Budget was presented.  We started the budget with $41,000, and 
$11,447 has been spent to-date.  The budget detailed the checks written by check num-
ber, payee, amount, and the reason the payment was made.  
·  Under the Reserve Accounts, Adjutant Pilgrim closed the Wachovia Reserve Ac-
count for a better interest rate.  Those funds were transferred to the Northeast Georgia 
Bank reserve account.   The Operating Account and the Tag Account at Wachovia will 
be the only two from Wachovia that will be reflected on future reports.   The reserve 
account at Northeast Georgia Bank will remain open as well because of the high inter-
est rate.  The total cash in Operating and Reserve Accounts is $90,806.  
·  The Georgia Division Deposit Log reflects the deposits that have been made in the 
Operating Account.  That log shows a current total negative variance of $5,261, to the 
$41,000 that was budgeted to receive from dues revenue. Adjutant Pilgrim indicated 
that that this variance should decrease by the end of the fiscal year.  
· Under the Tag Fund Revenues and Expenses report, Adjutant Pilgrim detailed the 
projects that have been paid as well as the two that have not yet been paid.  Out of the 
$75,596 that has been allocated for the 2011 projects by the reunion Delegates, there is 
a current carryover of $20,501.  That total should be higher by the 2012 reunion.  
· The Georgia Confederate was also discussed by Adjutant Pilgrim.  The newsletter 
had a negative balance before $7,500 was deposited into the account from the Tag 
Funds.  Average cost per issue is nearly $1,900.  The ending balance of the Georgia 
Confederate is $2,437.  We have two more issues in this fiscal year, so we may have to 
dip into Operating Expenses to cover them. 

Unfinished Business 
· Dan Coleman:  Tom Brown issue.  He had disappeared off of the face of the 
earth.  There was a $182,600 judgment against him plus punitive damages.  Probably 
worth its weight in paper.  Brown did not attend the hearing at the District Attorney’s 
office in Stephens County.  The house was empty and likely foreclosed.  The hearing 
for the criminal charges is expected to be in April.  When the criminal prosecution pro-
ceeds, Dan Coleman would like the judge to order Brown  to make restitution.  If he 
does not, he would have to go to jail.  Tim Pilgrim asked about a state retirement 
check.  Dan Coleman said that retirement funds cannot be garnished, but we can collect 
money once he deposits checks if we knew his bank.  
· Ponsford:  Judgment against Mr. Ponsford for  $12,000.  Ponsford never did any 
work on the monuments after he was paid by the Division.  Ten years ago he bought 3 
acres and had three houses built on the property.  He refinanced the houses, and they 
have been reassigned to mortgage company indicating foreclosure.  Coleman can find 
no assets.  Ponsford has been sued by the hospital.  If he had assets and sold them, there 
is a lien ahead of us. 
· Coleman suggests turning both cases over to a firm that specializes in collect-
ing.  The firm will take a third only if they collect.  Dunlap       Gardiner is the name of 
the firm. Motion and seconded passed unanimously. 
· Ringold:  Trying to get this on the calendar in the Spring. 
· Augusta Powder Works Chimney:  SCV donated  $94,000 to restore the chim-
ney.  We spent the money and had a dedication ceremony there last year.  Coleman was 
contacted about how to dedicate the monument to protect and preserve it.  Coleman 
advised to be sure to do three things.  1.  Use the correct legal language in the dedica-
tion.  Coleman gave him the language to use, 2.  Get the highest ranking person to do 
the dedication, 3.  Record the dedication with minutes, video, etc.  When he went to 
Augusta and they dedicated the chimney, Lee Herron, the Commander of the E Porter 
Alexander camp at that time, dedicated the monument.  He  used the language but de-
cided to do the dedication himself rather than asking any official to do it.  Sept 15, 2011 
news broke out that the flag was coming down with the blessings of the SCV.  The Au-
gusta camp was charged over 100 years ago to look after that chimney.  That charge 
was renewed by the Augusta Commissioners recently.  Dan Coleman prepared a law-
suit to prevent them from taking down the flag.  Coleman went to the Canal Authority's 
office and talked with Mr. Sherrousse showing him a copy of the suit the Division was 
prepared to file.  Although Previous Commander Herron and Commander Udell stated 
that they did not agree to the flag being taken down but only said that if it had to come 
down, they would do it, they each refused to sign an affidavit saying that.  A legal firm 
representing the Canal Authority sent a response to JA Coleman pointing out reasons 
why they thought the Division could not win a lawsuit.  JA Coleman sent a letter back 
to the legal firm again stating why the Canal Authority would be violating the State law 
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Members of the Georgia Division: 
 

I want to say that I have been honored to serve with your fellow officers, and to hold the 
office of Lt. Commander North in the Georgia Division for the past four years.  Our Di-
vision is very fortunate to have such a great bunch of dedicated and capable leaders on 
our Executive Council.   However, I have decided that with the elections before us at our 
upcoming state reunion in June, the time is right for someone new to take over my posi-
tion.  My hopes are that we will have good, capable and eager members step up and seek 
this position.  I would love to see our new Lt. Commander be willing and able to put in 
more time, effort, and travel than I have been able to.  
 
I want to thank all of the members of our Division who have supported me as Lt. Com-
mander, and I especially want to thank Commander Bridwell and the Executive Council 
for the professionalism and dedication they have shown this organization.  I will of 
course remain an active member in the Georgia Division and will help wherever I can (I 
ain’t going nowhere), but I will not be running for reelection in June.

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Obituary of John A. (Jeff) Davis 
"I Really Loved Working with People"  

 

Mr. Davis was born on Feb. 10, 1930 to George E. and Gar-
net McQuain Davis in Hendricks, West Virginia. He gradu-
ated from Gordon Military College in 1947 and was a Mas-
ter Sergeant in the U.S. Air Force Reserve.  
 

Upon completion of school he began working as a radio an-
nouncer in Barnesville, Ga. and from there entered into the 
television field in Mississippi. After opening two TV stations 
in Georgia, he joined the TV film industry with Official 
Films, Inc. where he was Regional Manager. Mrs. Bennie 
Hansen of the Biltmore Hotel in Atlanta asked him to be-

come General Manager, a job he greatly enjoyed.  
 

His career evolved into sales where he became top salesman for the Encyclopedia 
Britannica and the Great Books Collection, which he helped develop and distribute with 
Dr. Mortimer Adler, along with the Syntopican, an index of all of man’s great ideas. He 
was very proud of this achievement. He later became the CEO of Surfa Shield Corpora-
tion in Virginia and a renowned motivational speaker. 

 

Mr. Davis was actively involved in many organizations in his lifetime including: 
joining Junior Chamber of Commerce (Jaycees) at the age of 18 and holding interna-
tional, national, state and local offices, Jaycees International and the Fairfax County, Vir-
ginia Chamber of Commerce where he was named Citizen of the Year; Sons of Confed-
erate Veterans, holding national, state and local offices and being a member of the 27th 
Georgia Regiment; Gainesville Camp 1404; Military Order of the Stars and Bars 
(holding national and state offices), the Longstreet Society and founder of the Georgia 
Heritage Council; the Tucker Shrine Club, the Yarab Temple of Atlanta, the Grand 
Lodge of Kentucky, F&A.M, he was a 32nd Scottish Rite Mason. He was also a member 
of the Rotary Club, the Kiwanis International, and the Order of the Moose.  

 

He was very active in the Republican Party in Georgia, where he was instrumental in 
bringing Richard Nixon’s campaign to Atlanta in 1960 and reviving the GOP in that 
state; gubernatorial campaigns in Kentucky and senatorial and gubernatorial races in 
Virginia.  

 

He worked with the administrations of Presidents Eisenhower, Nixon and Reagan to 
bring economic justice to communist countries through the ideals of the Jaycees and was 
influential in the High Frontier project a/k/a President Reagan’s Strategic Defense Initia-
tive.  

 

He was involved with the Miss Atlanta and Miss Georgia beauty pageants, the revi-
talization of George Mason University in Virginia and was the narrator for many of the 
Northwinds Orchestra performances in Gainesville, Ga. He was a member of the Geor-
gia Assoc. of Broadcasters, the Atlanta Variety Club and the Episcopal Church.  

 

Through his exploits, he traveled the world many times over, making friends every-
where he went. He loved people and was most excited when their interaction produced a 
positive outcome. 

 

Mr. Davis is survived by his daughters, Lee Lewis of Clarkesville, Ga., Kim Thomp-
son of Demorest, Ga., Kristine McLendon of Atlanta, Darlene Emrie of Topeka, Kansas 
and son, Clay Davis of Lexington, Ky. He has 13 grandchildren and 2 great grandchil-
dren. He was a loving grandfather and wonderful gardener. 

by removing part of a dedicated monument.   Among the defenses the Canal Authority 
alleges that the removal of the battle flag from the monument makes the monument more 
historically correct.  As of now, there is no proof of which flag, if any, was flown there 
during the war.  Commander Udell and former Commander Herron have stated that the 
Canal Authority was considering replacing the battle flag with a flag court of 4 flags the 
1st, 2nd, 3rd Nationals and the Secession flag.  The local news media and the Canal Au-
thority's attorney stated that the flag was to be replaced with the first national with no 
mention of any others.  
·  We have learned that at the Sept. 15, 2011 meeting of the Canal Authority with 
Commanders Udell and Herron, they were made members of the Committee.  
· The Augusta Camp has voted to be no part of any lawsuit trying to reinstate the bat-
tle flag.  
· It was Lee Herron who stated that the Division was trying to ram a lawsuit down the 
Camp's throat.  At this point, we want to see the proposal from the Canal Authority for 
the flag court before the Division decides whether to proceed with a legal action.  Mike 
Mull suggested that we meet with Commander Herron and Commander Udell about 
finding out what the Augusta Camp plans to do.  Motion made and seconded and 
passed.  
 

New Business: 
·  50th Regiment Monument—Commander Jack Bridwell  an author was doing re-
search for a book about the 50th Georgia.  The 50th Georgia fought at Stone Moun-
tain.  The author wants to put up a marker at Stone Mountain.  He needs a non-profit 
sponsor and he asked if the SCV would sponsor it.  The author would pay for the monu-
ment.  Motion made and seconded to sponsor the monument.  Motion passed unani-
mously. 
· Posters for Sesquicentennial—Commander Jack Bridwell   The Division printed 
posters for the sesquicentennial last year.  Commander Bridwell asked if we would we 
like to do the same or billboards or other ideas?  The EC agreed that posters made a big 
impact, especially when they made it into the classroom.  A motion was made and sec-
onded to print posters again this year.  Motion passed unanimously. 
· Statesboro’s Confederate Monument—Commander Mike Sorrell of Camp 
941.  Commander Sorrell is asking for $22,867 from the tag funds for restoration of the 
monument in Statesboro, Georgia.  There are problems with the foundation, and the 
stones are starting to shift.  The soldier is starting to lean and could fall.  Commander 
Sorrell has two bids and says that $22,867 is a worst case scenario.   Bulloch County 
Board of Commissioners approve of the project as well as the mayor.  It poses a hazard if 
the monument falls.    The project will be considered by the committee for tag funding. 
· Information was passed out about the National Guardian Program which was 
formed by the SCV to register our members as guardians of specific Confederate veteran 
graves.  The program takes two years before a compatriot is given full guardian status 
and the information listed duties that must be performed by the guardian to qualify.  
· Radio History Segments--Ray McBerry.  McBerry talked about the proposals for the 
topics for future radio segments.  Last year, the EC made the decision to produce 60 sec-
ond history segments.  If we opt to do it again this year, the price would be the same--
$100 per segment.  The first thing is to decide if we want to do it, and the second is to 
decide what topics to run.  Tim Pilgrim had concerns about where the funds are going to 
come from to run the segments this year.  Adjutant Pilgrim made the motion to spend 
$1000 to do ten of them.  Motion seconded and carried unanimously.   It was agreed that 
the topics would be chosen outside of the meeting by members of the EC. 
· The Other Side of the Coin has now been produced for audio, and it is on the web-
site for downloading.  It is the desire of the EC to put this program on an audio CD.  Bids 
were collected from two sources.  The figures came in at $1260 and $1245 for 3000 
CD’s.  Adjutant Pilgrim made the motion that we make 3000 copies.  Motion made and 
seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  
· Adjutant Tim Pilgrim proposed a change to our bylaws to reflect a late fee for mem-
bers that are late paying their dues similar to SCV Nationals late fee policy.  At this time, 
14 camps have paid no state dues.  If they don’t pay division dues, their camp can been 
dissolved and membership who paid SCV National dues only can be transferred to SCV 
National’s HQ Camp # 584.  Some camps collected Division dues but haven’t paid 
them.  Judge Advocate Dan Coleman suggested taking out the exceptions.  The penalty 
is only $3.  A motion was made to strike “If there is an extraordinary circumstance that 
….”  Motion made and seconded and carried.  Motion made by JAG Dan Coleman to 
delete the second sentence …without any being applied.  Motion carries.  Motion made 
and carried to make the change in policy.  Adjutant Pilgrim said he believes that policy 
changes have to be approved at reunion by majority vote.   JA Coleman will check to see 
if this needs to be presented at reunion.  The policy changes are underlined and it will 
now read: 
 

The change to the Georgia Division By-laws policy #1, reads as follows: 
1.       It is the Policy of the Georgia Division that Division Dues are $12.00 per fiscal 
year.  For membership renewals submitted after the deadline date of November 1st, there 
will be a $3.00 renewal fee applied to the standard Division Dues for a total of 

$15.00.  For new members only joining in February thru April dues of $18 may be paid 
to bridge the new member’s membership for an additional year.  Those new members 
that join in May thru July may submit dues of $15 to bridge the new member’s dues for 
an additional year.

John B. Gordon: 
‘He was a devout and humble Chris-
tian Gentlemen. I know of no man 
more beloved in the South, and he was 
probably the most popular Southern 

man among the people of the North.’ ----- 
February is Black History Month. It is also the birthday month of George 

Washington, our first president. And it is the birthday month of John Brown 
Gordon of Georgia.  

John B. Gordon, born February 6, 1832, was an orator, lawyer, statesman, 
soldier, publisher and governor of the state of Georgia. He is best known as one 
of General Robert E. Lee's generals. At Appomattox, his corps' encounter with 
the Union soldiers under Joshua Chamberlain is a classic story that began the 
healing of America. 

Carter G. Woodson, father of Black History Week, has much in common 
with Gordon. Both believed that accurate American history should be taught in 
our schools. Woodson believed the study of Black history should include those 
African-Americans who fought on both sides of the War Between the States.  

Black History Week became Black History Month in the 1960s.  
Woodson, eleven years after the first Black History Week, founded the Negro 

History Bulletin for teachers, students and the public.  
Gordon also stressed the need to tell the true story of those who fought for the 

Confederacy. 
John B. Gordon believed in the South's Constitutional right to secession, but 

after the war, he worked to unite the nation and helped white and black South-
erners the war made poor. 

The 1st Annual General John B. Gordon birthday celebration in Atlanta, 
Georgia was held on Saturday, February 6, 1993, in front of the state capitol. An 
estimated one thousand people came to remember Gordon on a beautiful warm 
day. 

When the band played ‘Dixie,’ the people stood up straight and proudly sang 
the words. 

Many speakers praised Gordon. One man turned to the statue of Gordon and 
asked "General Gordon what do you say about those who would change Ameri-
can History?" Gordon, the Confederate, the Southerner might have answered 
firmly, "Take your history and teach it or others will teach their history!" He set 
up a publishing company after the war to help teach young folks Southern his-
tory. 

In 1995, the weather was cold and snowy but hundreds still came out. That 
year a young African-American man joined the list of speakers. Eddie Page was 
a true friend and defender of the heritage of America and the South.     

John B. Gordon was born in Upson County, Georgia. He was the fourth of 
twelve children of Zachariah and Malinda Cox Gordon. Young John was an ex-
cellent student at the University of Georgia.  

He left the university before graduating and came to Atlanta to study law. 
There he met and married Rebecca Haralson and their union was long and 
happy.  

September 17, 1862, is known was the bloodiest day in American history. 
Confederate General Gordon was there, defending a position called the sunken 
road. Wave upon wave of Union troops attacked Gordon's men. The casualties 
were beyond today's understanding. Gordon was struck by Yankee bullets four 
times, but continued to lead his men. Then, a fifth bullet tore through his right 
jaw and out of his left cheek. He fell with his face in his hat and would have 
drowned in his own blood except for a hole in his hat. Though Gordon survived 
these wounds, the last one left him permanently scarred. That is why in later pho-
tographs of him you see him only from the right side.  

Tattnall Invincibles Camp Hosts  
March 17 - 18 Reenactment 

The 13th Annual "Battles at Manassas" reenactment will be held at "Fort Wal-
lace-Wood" on March 17 and 18 hosted by the Tattnall Invincibles Camp. The fort 
is located just off U. S. Highway 280, between Reidsville and Claxton. Signs and 
flags will be posted beside the highway to mark the entrance to the fort. 

Each day, the gates will open at 9:00 a.m., and activities will continue until 5:00 
p.m. on Saturday and until 3:00 p.m. on Sunday. The Tattnall Invincibles are again 
able to hold the line on the gate fee. The cost of admission remains at $5.00, with 
children under 11 admitted free.  

Reenactment battles will get underway at 2:00 p.m. each day to determine con-
trol of the earthen and timber fort. The Tattnall Invincibles are expecting over 450 
authentically dressed and armed reenactors to be involved in the battles to defend 
or capture the fort. In addition, a number of civilians dressed in period clothing 
will be among the observers of the battles.  

Many activities that have come to be expected on the schedule of events at "The 
Battles at Manassas" will be held again this year. They include judging to select the 
Most Authentic Union Soldier and the Most Authentic Confederate Soldier, an ar-
tillery competition for the best crew, a mortar competition with live fire on the tar-
get, and a musket rapid-fire competition. A ladies’ tea authentic to the period will 
also be held. 

All cannons, muskets, flags and accessories used during "The Battles at Manas-
sas" will accurately represent the 1861-1865 period. Near the fort, Confederate and 
Union campsites with all camp gear representative of the period will be open for 
visits by the public.

Remembering John B. Gordon’s 180th Birthday 

For years the John B. Gordon celebration, in Atlanta, Georgia, was concluded 
by a mile long march down Martin Luther King Drive to historic Oakland Ceme-
tery where the general is buried. Not since past Confederate Memorial days has 
there been a scene on this street of soldiers in Confederate gray and women and 
children of black mourning dress.  

The spirits of Carter Woodson and John Gordon were there with us on those 
February days when Confederate gray marched through the black neighborhood. 
Though 130 years separated today from yesterday there was a spirit that tran-
scended time and color.  

When John B. Gordon died in 1904, President Theodore Roosevelt said of him, 
‘A more gallant, generous, and fearless gentlemen and soldier has not been seen in 
this country.’  

Woodson and Gordon are still with us---in spirit and, if you listen, they are say-
ing: ‘Teach your children the whole story of America.’

      Our sincere “Thank You” goes out to all of our 67 contributors, and the members 
of the Georgia Division who voted to approve our request for Tag Funds last 
year.  We have been truly blessed by many people who remember why we do what 
we do.  “Remember, it is your duty to see that the true history of the South is pre-
sented to future generations.” 
     We have met our goal for the cost of the monument and wall.  We are still short 
of the funds needed to hold the memorial service/funeral.  Please consider digging a 
little deeper, and send what you can.  All donations are appreciated.  (See:

     Our planning of the memorial service/funeral is still being finalized.  What we 
will be able to do for these veterans will depend on the funds we have avail-
able.  The “13” who were “murdered” at Fort Pulaski were basically dumped in a 
hole and forgotten for these 147 years.  These men never had a decent funeral.  We 
have the opportunity to correct that.  Our service will be a combination funeral and 
monument dedication.  We will not have any dignitaries specially recognized or 
speaking.  This is not an opportunity for recognition for anyone except the Immortal 
Six Hundred and the “13” buried at Fort Pulaski in unmarked graves. 
     We are planning on 13 cannons, one to salute each of the “13” whose final rest-
ing place is the sands of Cockspur Island .  Pastor John Weaver will lead our service 
and Margie Poland will present the biographies of the “13”.  We are still looking for 
help to reproduce an authentic flag from each veterans’ unit to honor him.  We have 
asked the SCV Divisions of the States each veteran hailed from to authenticate, pur-
chase and send us a flag for each veteran.  As of this date, of the six Divisions con-
tacted, two have committed to sponsor their veterans’ flag; Georgia and Florida .  Of 
the “13”, six were from Virginia , three from North Carolina , and one each from 
Missouri , Tennessee , Florida , and Georgia .  We have located one member of the 
Georgia Division whose ancestors were from North Carolina who has pledged to 
make sure the NC veterans are so honored. 
     In addition to the honor guard, color guard, and artillery folks, we are looking for 
“13” officers and “13” “widows” for special duty.  We have our two buglers.  Any-
one who wishes to be a part of the re-enactors needs to contact Jim Willis jwil-
lis1942@msn.com .  The artillery is being organized by Randall Burkhart and 
Tommy Wallace .  We will have a rehearsed walk-through Saturday at 10:00 a.m., 
and the service will start at 2:00 p.m. on October 27th.  If you cannot make the 10:00 
a.m. rehearsal, please do not commit to Jim Willis to participate.  Jim has said if you 
show up at the last minute, he will find a place for you, for we do not want to leave 
anyone out who wishes to honour these brave men. 

    As of today (February 16, 2012), the wall is finished and the granite is sched-
uled to arrive at Oglethorpe Marble & Granite in Savannah this Saturday, February 
18th.   

  The brick wall was completed using all volunteer labor by men of Camp 
Davis .  These men contributed 670 man hours to this task.  Randall Burkhart was 
the brick mason.  Without these volunteers, this project would still be just a 
wish.  These men took their own money, time off from their day jobs, and did what 
needed to be done.  The value in dollars of what Camp Davis has contributed is over 
$7,000.00 in addition to their check for $500.00 contributed to the fund.  When folks 
decide to do something instead of just talk about it, things get done.  Our donors and 
volunteers have proved what dedication to duty can do. 

     I would be remiss if I did not mention the National Park Service.  The NPS 
contributed the Savannah gray brick.  We estimate 5,000 bricks went into the 
wall.  With a conservative value of $4.00 per brick, you can see the NPS has contrib-
uted more than any one entity to this project.  Thank you to the Director in Washing-
ton , the SE Regional Director, and Supt. Randy Wester at Fort Pulaski for all they 
have done to make this project a reality. 

     Please take time and join us online at  600csa.com.  We post photos of the 
work from the beginning.  You can see the digging of the footings, the monument 
base, the wall in progress, and the finished product (except for the monument).

NORTH CHARLESTON, South Carolina (Reuters) - Confederate Civil War vessel H.L. 
Hunley, the world's first successful combat submarine when it sank a Union ship in 
1864, was unveiled in full and unobstructed for the first time on Thursday, capping a 
decade of careful preservation. 

"No one alive has ever seen the Hunley complete. We're going to see it today," 
said engineer John King as a crane at a Charleston conservation laboratory slowly 
lifted a massive steel truss covering the top of the submarine. 

About 20 engineers and scientists applauded as they caught the first glimpse of 
the intact 42-foot-long narrow iron cylinder, which was raised from the ocean floor 
near Charleston more than a decade ago. The public will see the same view but in a 
water tank to keep it from rusting. 

"It's like looking at the sub for the first time. It's like the end of a long night," 
said Paul Mardikian, senior conservator since 1999 of the project to raise, excavate 
and conserve the Hunley. 

In the summer of 2000, an expedition led by adventurer Clive Cussler raised the 
Hunley and delivered it to the conservatory on Charleston's old Navy base, where it 
sat in a 90,000-gallon tank of fresh water to leech salt out of its iron hull. 

On weekdays, scientists drain the tank and work on the sub. On weekends, tour-
ists who before this week could only see an obstructed view of the vessel in the wa-
ter tank, now will be able to see it unimpeded. 

Considered the Confederacy's stealth weapon, the Hunley sank the Union war-
ship Housatonic in winter 1864, and then disappeared with all eight Confederate 
sailors inside. 

The narrow, top-secret "torpedo fish," built in Mobile, Alabama by Horace 
Hunley from cast iron and wrought iron with a hand-cranked propeller, arrived in 
Charleston in 1863 while the city was under siege by Union troops and ships. 

In the ensuing few months, it sank twice after sea trial accidents, killing 13 crew 
members including Horace Hunley, who was steering. 

"There are historical references that the bodies of one crew had to be cut into 
pieces to remove them from the submarine," Mardikian told Reuters. "There was 
forensic evidence when they found the bones (between 1993 and 2004 in a Confed-
erate graveyard beneath a football stadium in Charleston) that that was true." 

The Confederate Navy hauled the sub up twice, recovered the bodies of the 
crew, and planned a winter attack. 

On the night of February 17, 1864, its captain and seven crew left Sullivan's Is-
land near Charleston, and hand-powered the sub to the Union warship four miles 
offshore. From a metal spar on its bow, the Hunley planted a 135-pound torpedo in 
the hull of the ship, which burned and sank. 

Some historians say that the submarine showed a mission-accomplished lantern 
signal from its hatch to troops back on shore before it disappeared. 

Complete Civil War submarine unveiled for first time 
Mardikian has the lan-

tern, which archaeologists 
found in the submarine 
more than a century later, 
in his laboratory. 

Scientists removed 10 
tons of sediment from the 
submarine, along with the 
bones, skulls and even 
brain matter of the crew 
members, Mardikian told 
Reuters. They also found 
fabric and sailors' per-
sonal belongings. 

Facial reconstructions were made of each member of the third and final crew. 
They are displayed along with other artifacts in a museum near the submarine. In a 
nearby vault is a bent gold coin that archaeologists also found in the submarine. It was 
carried by the sub's captain, Lieutenant George Dixon, for good luck after it stopped a 
bullet from entering his leg during the Battle of Shiloh in 1862. 

"The submarine was a perfect time capsule of everything inside," said Ben Renni-
son, one of three maritime archaeologists on the project. 

The Hunley Project is a partnership among the South Carolina Hunley Commis-
sion, Clemson University Restoration Institute, the Naval Historical Center and the 
nonprofit Friends of the Hunley. The nonprofit group raised and spent $22 million on 
the project through 2010, a spokeswoman told Reuters. 

The next phase of the project will be to remove corrosion on the iron hull and re-
veal the submarine's skin, preserve it with chemicals, and eventually display it in open 
air, Mardikian said. 

Scientists have found the vessel to be a more sophisticated feat of engineering than 
historians had thought, said Michael Drews, director of Clemson's Warren Lasch 
Conservation Center. 

"It has the ballast tanks fore and aft, the dive planes were counterbalanced, the 
propeller was shrouded," Drews said. "It's just got all of the elements that the modern 
submarines have, updated." 

There were previous submarines, Drews said, but the Hunley, designed to sail in 
the open ocean and built for warfare, was cutting-edge technology at the time. 

"Dixon's mission was to attack and sink an enemy ship and he did," Drews said. 
"At that particular time, the mindset of naval warfare was, basically, big ships sink 
little ships. Little ships do not sink big ships. And the Hunley turned that upside 
down."

 Thursday, January 19, 2012, is the 205th 
birthday of General Robert E. Lee, whose 
memory is still dear in the hearts of people 
everywhere. 

Did you know that…. 
 During Robert E. Lee’s 100th birthday in 1907, Charles Francis Adams, Jr., a 

former Union Commander and grandson of US President John Quincy Adams, 
spoke in tribute to Robert E. Lee at Washington and Lee College’s Lee Chapel in 
Lexington, Virginia? His speech was printed in both Northern and Southern 
newspapers and is said to had lifted Lee to a renewed respect among the Ameri-
can people.  

 Who was Robert E. Lee? 
 Robert E. Lee, a man whose military tactics have been studied worldwide, 

was an American soldier, Educator, Christian gentlemen, husband and father.  
 Robert E. Lee was born on Jan. 19, 1807, at ‘Stratford’ in Westmoreland 

County, Virginia. The winter was cold and the fireplaces were little help for 
Robert’s mother, Ann Hill (Carter) Lee, who suffered from a severe cold.  

 Ann Lee named her son ‘Robert Edward’ after two of her brothers.  
 Robert E. Lee undoubtedly acquired his love of country from those who lived 

during the American Revolution. His Father, ‘Light Horse’ Harry was a hero of 
the revolution and served three terms as governor of Virginia and as a member of 
the United States House of Representatives. Two members of his family also 
signed the Declaration of Independence. 

 Lee was educated at the schools of Alexandria, Va., and he received an ap-
pointment to the United States Military Academy at West Point in 1825. He 
graduated in 1829, second in his class and without a single demerit.  

 Robert E. Lee’s first assignment was to Cockspur Island, Georgia, to super-
vise the construction of Fort Pulaski.  

 While serving as 2nd Lieutenant of Engineers at Fort Monroe, Va., Lee wed 
Mary Ann Randolph Custis. Robert and Mary had grown up together, Mary was 
the daughter of George Washington Parke Custis, the Grandson of Martha Wash-
ington and adopted son of George Washington.  

 Mary was an only child; therefore, she inherited Arlington House, across the 
Potomac River from Washington, D.C., where she and Robert E. Lee raised seven 
children. 

 In 1836, Lee was appointed to first Lieutenant. In 1838, with the rank of Cap-
tain, Robert E. Lee fought in the War with Mexico and was wounded at the Battle 
of Chapultepec.  

Lee was appointed Superintendent of the United States Military Academy at 
West Point in 1852. 

 Gen. Winfield Scott offered Lee command of the Union army to Lee on April 
17, 1861, but he refused. He said, ‘I cannot raise my hand against my birthplace, 
my home, my children.’  

 The Custis-Lee Mansion ‘Arlington House’ would be occupied by Federals, 
who would turn the estate into a war cemetery. Today Arlington House is pre-
served by the National Park Service as a Memorial to Robert E. Lee. http://
www.nps.gov/arho/ 

 Lee served as adviser to President Jefferson Davis, and then on June 1, 1862, 
commanded the legendary Army of Northern Virginia.  

 After four years of death and destruction, Gen. Robert E. Lee met Gen. Ulys-
ses S. Grant at Appomattox Courthouse in Virginia and ended their battles.  

 In the fall of 1865, Lee was offered and accepted the presidency of troubled 
Washington College in Lexington, Virginia. It is today Washington and Lee Uni-
versity. 

 Lee was called Marse Robert, Uncle Robert and Marble Man. 

“Let us go home and cultivate our virtues.” 
Robert E. Lee, addressing his soldiers at Appomattox 

“Duty is the sublimest word in our language. Do your duty in all 
things. You cannot do more. You should never wish to do less.” 

“I am nothing but a poor sinner, trusting in Christ alone for salva-
tion.” 

“Let danger never turn you aside from the pursuit of honor or the 
service to your country … Know that death is inevitable and the 
fame of virtue is immortal” 

“I was raised by one of the greatest men in the world. There was 
never one born of a woman greater than Gen. Robert E. Lee, 
according to my judgment. All of his servants were set free ten 
years before the war, but all remained on the plantation until af-
ter the surrender.” 
William Mack Lee (Robert E. Lee’s black servant) 

“His noble presence and gentle, kindly manner were sustained 
by religious faith and an exalted character.” 
Winston Churchill on the character of Robert E. Lee 

“He possessed every virtue of other great commanders without 
their vices. He was a foe without hate; a friend without treachery; 
a victor without oppression, and a victim without murmuring. He 
was a public officer without vices; a private citizen without re-
proach; a Christian without hypocrisy and a man without guile. 
He was a Caesar without his ambition; Frederick without his tyr-
anny; Napoleon without his selfishness, and Washington without 
his reward. He was obedient to authority as a servant, and loyal 
in authority as a true king. He was gentle as a woman in life; 
modest and pure as a virgin in thought; watchful as a Roman vi-
tal in duty; submissive to law as Socrates, and grand in battle as 
Achilles!” 

Robert E. Lee died of a 
heart attack at 9:30 AM on 
the morning of October 
12, 1870, at Washington 
College where he is buried 
at Lee Chapel. 

 Dr. Edward C. Smith, 
respected African-
American Professor of 
History at American Uni-
versity in Washington, 
D.C., told the audience in 
Atlanta, during a 1995 
Robert E. Lee birthday 
event, ‘Dr. Martin Luther 
King and Robert E. Lee 
were individuals worthy of 
emulation because they 
understood history.’ 

 On August 5, 1975, 110 years after Gen. Lee's application, President Gerald 
Ford signed Joint Resolution 23, restoring the long overdue full rights of citi-
zenship to Gen. Robert E. Lee.

The Confederate section of Oakland is home to an estimated 6,900 burials, of which about 3,000 are unknown. 
During the Civil War, Atlanta was a major transportation and medical center for the Southern states. Since 
several of the largest military hospitals in the area were within a half mile (800 m) from Oakland, many sol-
diers who died from their wounds were buried here. Shortly after the war ended, a few thousand fallen soldiers 
from the Atlanta Campaign who were previously buried in battleground graves were moved to the Confeder-
ate grounds in Oakland. The area is marked by a large monument known as the Confederate Obelisk. This 
65 foot (20 m) tall obelisk is made from granite quarried from Stone Mountain and was dedicated on April 26, 
1874, the anniversary of Joseph E. Johnston’s surrender to William Sherman and thus the end of the American 
Civil War. For a number of years, the Confederate Obelisk was the tallest structure in Atlanta. To the north-
west, very close to the obelisk itself, are buried four Confederate generals, John B. Gordon, Lucius J. Gartrell, 
Clement A. Evans, and William Wright. To the south of the obelisk is a large section of marked military 
graves. Of special note are the 16 marked graves of Union soldiers that are buried alongside Confederate sol-
diers. This practice was very uncommon at the time, but was likely done at Oakland due to dwindling burial 
space. Also located in the Confederate section is one of the most striking monuments at Oakland, the Lion of 
the Confederacy, or Lion of Atlanta. The lion, which guards a field containing the remains of unknown Con-
federate and Union dead, was carved by T. M. Brady in 1894 out of the largest piece of marble quarried from 
north Georgia up to that time.   

On April 26, 1874, a centerpiece obelisk, 65 feet tall, was dedicated by the Ladies Memorial Association of 
Atlanta in Historic Oakland Cemetery in Atlanta, located on Oakland Avenue. 

At the time, the obelisk “was the tallest structure in Atlanta. The Romanesque style obelisk was carved from 
Stone Mountain granite. The base was dedicated on 15 October 1870, the date being Confederate General 
Robert E. Lee's funeral in Virginia. It was completed four years later. It reads: ‘Our Confederate Dead 1873’.”  

Northeast of the Obelisk, the unknowns Confederate Soldiers are guarded by the 
“Lion of Atlanta.” Modeled after the Swiss “Lion of Lucerne.” The Lion was 
carved in 1894 from the largest block of marble quarried in Georgia up to that time. 
For the nameless soldiers, the dying lion rests on the flag they followed and “guards 
their dust,” in the words of a commemorative poem. It is said that some three thou-
sand soldiers are buried in several mass graves here.  This monument represents the 
Confederate soldiers who died defending their homeland.   The proud, mortally 
wounded lion is lying down, signifying defeat in battle.  In his paw, he clutches a 
fallen battle flag, and he seems to be pulling his beloved banner toward him.  Stand-
ing on the grass beside the lion, one can almost sense the thousands of souls interred 
here and the great sadness of the Confederacy.  This place commands – and de-
mands – reverence.

Thomas Jonathan Jackson was one of those rare historical characters who are claimed by all people--a man of his 

Lieutenant-General Thomas Jonathan Jackson was one of those rare historical charac-
ters who are claimed by all people--a man of his race,  almost as much as of the Confeder-
acy. No war has produced a military celebrity more remarkable, nor one whose fame will 
be more enduring. He was born January 21, 1824, in Clarksburg, Va., and his parents, 
who were of patriotic Revolutionary stock, dying while he was but a child, he was reared 
and educated by his kindred in the pure and simple habits of rural life, taught in good 
English schools, and is described as a "diligent, plodding scholar, having a strong mind, 
though it was slow in development." But he was in boyhood a leader among his fellow-
students in the athletic sports of the times, in which he generally managed his side of the 
contest so as to win the victory. By this country training he became a bold and expert rider 
and cultivated that spirit of daring which being held sometimes in abeyance displayed 
itself in his Mexican service, and then suddenly again in the Confederate war. In June, 
1842, at the age of eighteen, he was appointed to a cadetship in the military academy at 
West Point, where, commencing with the disadvantages of inadequate preparation, he 
overcame obstacles by such determination as to rise from year to year in the estimation of 
the faculty. He graduated June 30, 1846, at the age of twenty-two years, receiving brevet 
rank as second-lieutenant at the beginning of the Mexican war, and was ordered to report 
for duty with the First Regular artillery, with which he shared in the many brilliant battles 
which General Scott fought from Vera Cruz to the City of Mexico. He was often com-
mended for his soldierly conduct and soon received successive promotions for gallantry at 
Contreras and Churubusco. Captain Magruder, afterwards a Confederate general, thus 
mentioned him in orders: "If devotion, industry, talent, and gallantry are the highest quali-
ties of a soldier, then is he entitled to the distinction which their possession confers." Jack-
son was one of the volunteers in the storming of Chapultepec, and for his daring there was 
brevetted major, which was his rank at the close of the Mexican war. 

 

His religious character, which history has and will inseparably connect with his mili-
tary life, appears to have begun forming in the City of Mexico, where his attention was 
directed to the subject of the variety of beliefs on religious questions. His amiable and 
affectionate biographer (Mrs. Jackson) mentions that Colonel Francis Taylor, the com-
mander of the First artillery, under whom Jackson was serving, was the first man to speak 
to him on the subject of personal religion. Jackson had not at any time of his life yielded 
to the vices, and was in all habits strictly moral, but had given no particular attention to 
the duties enjoined by the church. Convinced now that this neglect was wrong, he began 
to study the Bible and pursued his inquiries until he finally united (1851) with the Presby-
terian church. His remarkable devoutness of habit and unwavering confidence in the truth 
of his faith contributed, it is conceded, very greatly to the full development of his singular 
character, as well as to his marvelous success. 

 

In 1848 Jackson's command was stationed at Fort Hamilton for two years, then at Fort 
Meade, in Florida, and from that station he was elected to a chair in the Virginia military 
institute at Lexington in 1851, which he accepted, and resigning his commission, made 
Lexington his home ten years, and until he began his remarkable' career in the Confeder-
ate war. Two years later, 1853, he married Miss Eleanor, daughter of Rev. Dr. Junkin, 
president of Washington college, but she lived scarcely more than a year. Three years 
after, July 16, 1857, his second marriage occurred, with Miss Mary Anna, daughter of 
Rev. Dr. H. R- Morrison, of North Carolina, a distinguished educator, whose other daugh-
ters married men who attained eminence in civil and military life, among them being 
General D. H. Hill, General Rufus Barringer, and Chief Justice A. C. Avery. 

 

The only special incident occurring amidst the educational and domestic life of Major 
Jackson, which flowed on serenely from this hour, was the summons of the cadets of the 
Institute by Governor Letcher, to proceed to Harper's Ferry on the occasion of the raid of 
John Brown in 1859. 

 

During the presidential campaign of 1860 Major Jackson visited New England and 
there heard enough to arouse his fears for the safety of the Union. At the election of that 
year he cast his vote for Breckinridge on the principle that he was a State rights man, and 
after Lincoln's election he favored the policy of contending in the Union rather than out of 
it, for the recovery of the ground that had thus been lost. The course of coercion, however, 
alarmed him, and the failure of the Peace congress persuaded him that if the United States 
persisted in their course war would certainly result. His State saw as he did, and on the 
passage of its ordinance of secession, the military cadets under the command of Major 
Jackson were ordered to the field by the governor of Virginia. The order was promptly 
obeyed April 21, 1861, from which date his Confederate military life began. 

 

Jackson's valuable service was given to Virginia of Harper’s Ferry and several subse-
quent small affairs, but his fame became general from the battle of First Manassas. It was 
at one of the crises of that first trial battle between the Federal and Confederate troops that 
he was given the war name of "Stonewall," by which he will be always designated. The 
true story will be often repeated that on being notified of the Federal advance to break the 
Confederate line he called out, "We will give them the bayonet," and a few minutes later 
the steadiness with which the brigade received the shock of battle caused the Confederate 

General Bee to exclaim: "There 
stands Jackson like a stone wall." 

He was commissioned brigadier-
general June 17, 1861, and was pro-
moted to major-general October 7, 
1861, with the wise assignment to 
command of the Valley district, 
which he assumed in November of 
that year. With a small force he be-
gan even in winter a series of bold 
operations in the great Virginia val-
ley, and opened the spring campaign 
of 1862, on plans concerted between 
General Joseph E. Johnston and him-
self, by attacking the enemy at 
Kernstown, March 23rd, where he 
sustained his only repulse; but even 
in the movement which resulted in a 
temporary defeat he caused the recall 
of a considerable Federal force de-
signed to strengthen McClellan in 
the advance against Richmond. The 
next important battle was fought at 
McDowell, in which Jackson won a decided victory over Fremont. Then moving with 
celerity and sagacity he drove Banks at Front Royal, struck him again at Newtown, and 
at length utterly routed him. After this, turning about on Shields, he overthrew his com-
mand also, and thus, in one month's campaign, broke up the Federal forces which had 
been sent to "crush him." In these rapidly executed operations he had successfully 
fought five battles against three distinct armies, requiring four hundred miles, marching 
to compass the fields. 

 

This Valley campaign of 1862 was never excelled, according to the opinions ex-
pressed by military men of high rank and long experience in war. It is told by Dr. 
McGuire, the chief surgeon of Jackson's command, that with swelling heart he had 
"heard some of the first soldiers and military students of England declare that within the 
past two hundred years the English speaking race has produced but five soldiers of the 
first rank--Marlborough, Washington, Wellington, Lee and Stonewall Jackson, and that 
this campaign in the valley was superior to either of those made by Napoleon in Italy." 
One British officer, who teaches strategy in a great European college, told Surgeon 
McGuire that he used this campaign as a model of strategy and tactics, dwelling upon it 
for several months in his lectures; that it was taught in the schools of Germany, and that 
Von Moltke, the great strategist, declared it was without a rival in the world's history. 

 

After this brilliant service for the Confederacy Jackson joined Lee at Richmond in 
time to strike McClellan's flank at the battle of Cold Harbor, and to contribute to the 
Federal defeat in the Seven Days' battles around Richmond. In the campaign against 
Pope, undertaken by Lee after he had defeated McClellan, Jackson was sent on a move-
ment suited to his genius, capturing Manassas Junction, and foiling Pope until the main 
battle of Second Manassas, August 30, 1862, under Lee, despoiled that Federal general 
of all his former honors. The Maryland campaign immediately followed, in which Jack-
son led in the capture of Harper's Ferry September 15th, taking 11,500 prisoners, and an 
immense amount of arms and stores, just preceding the battle of Sharpsburg, in which 
he also fought with notable efficiency at a critical juncture. The promotion to lieutenant-
general was now accorded him, October 10, 1862. At the battle of Fredericksburg, De-
cember 13, 1862, Lieutenant-General Jackson held the Confederate right against all 
Federal assaults. The Federal disaster in this battle resulted in the resignation of Burn-
side and the reorganization of the army under General Hooker in1863. 

 

After the most complete preparations Hooker advanced against Lee at Chancellors-
ville, who countervailed all the Federal general's plans by sending Jackson to find and 
crush his right flank, which movement was in the process of brilliant accomplishment 
when Jackson, who had passed his own lines to make a personal inspection of the situa-
tion, was fired upon and fatally wounded by a line of Confederates who unhappily mis-
took him and his escort for the enemy. The glory of the achievement which Lee and 
Jackson planned, fell upon General Stuart next day, who, succeeding Jackson in com-
mand, ordered that charge which became so ruinous to Hooker, with the thrilling 
watchword, "Remember Jackson." 

 

General Jackson lived a few days and died lamented more than any soldier who had 
fallen. Lee said: "I have lost my right arm." The army felt that his place could not be 
easily supplied. The South was weighted with grief. After the war, when the North dis-
passionately studied the man they ceased to wonder at the admiration in which he was 
held by the world. He was buried at Lexington, Va., where a monument erected by af-
fection marks his grave. "For centuries men will come to Lexington as a Mecca, and to 
this grave as a shrine, and wonderingly talk of this man and his mighty deeds. Time will 
only add to his great fame--his name will be honored and revered forever."

LEXINGTON, Va. — The Rutherford Institute has come to the defense of 
a civil war heritage society that was prohibited from flying the Confederate 
flag despite the fact that other organizations were allowed to fly their flags. In 
filing a First Amendment lawsuit against the City of Lexington, Virginia, Insti-
tute attorneys allege that city officials exhibited hostility toward the Confeder-
ate flag and engaged in unconstitutional viewpoint discrimination against the 
Sons of Confederate Veterans (SCV) when they adopted an ordinance limiting 
use of the flag standards to the display of national, state and city flags. The 
complaint also alleges that the ordinance violates a 1993 federal court injunc-
tion which protects the SCV’s right to display the Confederate flag within the 
City of Lexington. 

The Rutherford Institute’s complaint in Sons of Confederate Veterans v. 
Lexington, which was filed in the U.S. District Court for the Western District 
of Virginia, is available here. 

“The First Amendment was penned by the Framers of the Constitution to 
protect our ideas and speech, both the popular and the unpopular,” stated John 
W. Whitehead, president of The Rutherford Institute. “The issue here is not 
whether the Confederate flag should be displayed but whether we, as Ameri-
cans, remain committed to the idea of free speech. If we allow the censoring of 
something simply because it may be controversial, we open the door for the 
government to discard anything deemed disturbing or offensive.” 

The Sons of Confederate Veterans (SCV) is a nonpolitical fraternal organi-
zation that seeks to recognize and preserve the heritage and history of military 
personnel who fought for the Confederate States of America during the Civil 
War. In early 2010, the SCV began planning and organizing a parade to be 
held in January 2011, in Lexington, Va., a city with rich ties to Confederate 
history. For example, Lexington was the home of Gen. Thomas “Stonewall” 
Jackson, who is also buried in Stonewall Jackson Memorial Cemetery. Gen. 
Robert E. Lee also is buried in Lexington at the chapel of Washington & Lee 
University, where Gen. Lee served as president from 1865 until his death in 
1870. Lee-Jackson Day has also been designated as an annual holiday every 
January in the Commonwealth of Virginia. 

As part of its preparations for the parade, the SCV requested permission to 
temporarily display the Confederate flag from street standards owned by the 
city.  In years past, other groups, such as college fraternities, had been granted 
permission to fly their flags from the standards for special events. Although the 
SCV’s request created some controversy, city officials granted them permis-
sion to temporarily display the Confederate flag during the January 2011 event. 
However, at a March 2011 meeting to discuss the policy governing use of the 
flag standards, several persons expressed opposition to the Confederate flag 
display. Subsequently, in September 2011, the City adopted an ordinance pro-
viding that only the national flag of the United States, the flag of the Common-
wealth of Virginia and the City flag of Lexington may be flown from the stan-
dards on designated holidays. 

In filing the First Amendment lawsuit, Institute attorneys allege that the 
City not only violated the 1993 injunction assuring the SCV of the right to dis-
play the Confederate flag but also discriminated against the SCV in violation 
of their right to free speech and equal protection under the law. Thomas E. 
Strelka of Roanoke, Virginia, assisted The Rutherford Institute in its defense of 
the SCV.

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Georgia somewhat reluctantly joined other Southern states in seceding from the Union 
151 years ago. For the better part of 150 years, history has proclaimed that Georgia 
leaders' decision on this date in 1861 to secede from the United States was about its 
citizens' right to own slaves. 
 

Certainly the millions of dollars invested in slave labor was a crucial economic factor 
for all 11 of the official Confederate States of America that chose the path of seces-
sion, but the continued study of historical documents from that era — particularly by 
Southern scholars — shows that such reasoning discounts factors far removed from 
the slavery/anti-slavery cause and effect. 
 

"The key to understanding secession is to look at the mindset of the people of that era, 
not what anyone in the year 2012 might think," Bernhard Thuersam, a native of Niag-
ara Falls , N.Y. , and the chairman of the North Carolina War Between the States Ses-
quicentennial Commission, said. "By looking at diaries, letters, post-war recollections 
— historical documents from just before, during and just after the war — you see 
things through the eyes of the people of that era. 
 

"Then you start to get a true perspective. And it's clear that the South — and Georgia 
— did not secede merely over the issue of slavery." 
 

When Abraham Lincoln was elected president in 1860 with only slightly more than 39 
percent of the popular vote but with an overwhelming Electoral College majority, the 
dominoes of secession started falling. South Carolina was first to break from the Union 
on Dec. 20, 1860, and Mississippi followed on Jan. 9, 1861. 
 

The next day, Florida followed suit when its governor, Madison Starke Perry, de-
clared, " Florida may be unwilling to subject herself to the charge of temerity or im-
modesty by leading off but will most assuredly cooperate with or follow the lead of 
any single Cotton State which may secede." 
 

Alabama was the next Confederate state to withdraw from the Union , voting to secede 
on Jan. 11. Although Georgia followed suit on the 19th, it was clear by the 89 "no" 
votes of its delegates that the Peach State was not as anxious to pull out of the Union 
as some of its sister states. 
 

"Georgia actually tended to vote more with the New England states that, with Lincoln, 
essentially pulled off an illegal military coup in America," former professor and cur-
rent Executive Director of the Virginia Heritage Foundation Timothy Manning said. 
"There were influential Georgians like Alexander Stephens (later the vice president of 
the Confederacy), Herschel Johnson and Benjamin Hill who were opposed to seces-
sion, but the election of Lincoln was a crucial factor in the Southern states' decision (to 
secede)." 
 

Indeed, secessionist Robert Toombs boldly told Georgia delegates in a fiery speech at 
the state's convention, "Give me the sword! But if you do not place it in my hands, 
before God I will take it!" 
 

Louisiana voted for secession on Jan. 26, and while Texas ' convention delegates voted 
to secede from the Union on Feb. 1, the Lone Star State held a referendum on Feb. 23 
and its populace voted by a 76 percent margin to approve the action of its leaders. 
 

Shortly after Lincoln was inaugurated on March 4, 1861, Confederate troops fired on 
Fort Sumter in South Carolina , and the new president's response was to send 75,000 
troops to "suppress the insurrection." His actions led Virginia , Arkansas , Tennessee 
and North Carolina to secede from the Union , and the American Civil War that had 
been brewing inevitably followed. 
 

The "Compilation of the Official Records of the Union and Confederate Armies," or 
OR, notes: 
 

"The people of Georgia , having dissolved their political connection with the Govern-
ment of the United States of America , present to their confederates and the world the 
causes which have led to the separation. For the last 10 years we have had numerous 
and serious causes of complaint against our non-slaveholding confederate States with 
reference to the subject of African slavery. They have endeavored to weaken our secu-
rity, to disturb our domestic peace and tranquility, and persistently refused to comply 
with their express constitutional obligations to us in reference to that property, and by 
the use of their power in the Federal Government have striven to deprive us of an 
equal enjoyment of the common Territories of the Republic. 
 

"This hostile policy of our confederates has been pursued with every circumstance of 
aggravation which could arouse the passions and excite the hatred of our people, and 
has placed the two sections of the Union for many years past in the condition of virtual 
civil war. Our people, still attached to the Union from habit and national traditions, and 
averse to change, hoped that time, reason, and argument would bring, if not redress, at 
least exemption from further insults, injuries and dangers. Recent events have fully 

dissipated all such hopes and demonstrated the necessity of separation. Our Northern 
confederates, after a full and calm hearing of all the facts, after a fair warning of our pur-
pose not to submit to the rule of the authors of all these wrongs and injuries, have by a 
large majority committed the Government of the United States into their hands. The peo-
ple of Georgia , after an equally full and fair and deliberate hearing of the case, have 
declared with equal firmness that they shall not rule over them." 
 

Manning, who was educated in Michigan, served as a minister in Ohio and taught at col-
leges in Washington, D.C., contends the accepted delineation of "North vs. South" that 
has emerged in historical accounts of the war are inaccurate. 
 

"If you look at primary sources, and in particular the OR, you find lots of inaccuracies in 
that Northern states versus Southern states line of thinking," he said. "You see that there 
were actually 20 states — the 11 official Confederate states, the four border states that 
Lincoln invaded early to head off secession, West Virginia, Delaware, the Oklahoma, 
New Mexico and Arizona territories — that opposed the Union Army. 
 

"What's not so well known is that seven Democratic northern states, including New 
York , Pennsylvania , Indiana , Ohio , Michigan , Illinois and Wisconsin , actively op-
posed Lincoln and took up arms against the Union . The OR shows two significant facts: 
That 80 percent of the warfare of the Union Army was carried out against civilians — 
including torture, which is never talked about — to demoralize the South, and that 50 
percent of the Union 's troops were dispatched to fight northern citizens who'd taken up 
arms against the North." 
 

James King, the commander of the Albany Sons of Confederate Veterans Camp, said in 
a recent article that while "New England greed, New England radicals, New England 
fanatics, New England zealots and New England hypocrites" were the human elements 
responsible for the Civil War, his research points to a number of root causes that led to 
secession. 
 

"In actuality, if you look at the causes of the war, it's a simple matter," King said. "The 
North wanted the goods it got from the South for pennies on the dollar, and the South 
simply fought against an invading army. 
 

"But there were some very clear reasons Georgia and other Southern states seceded." 
 

King's list of the 10 primary causes of secession includes excessive tariffs, centralization 
vs. states' rights, Christianity vs. secular humanism, cultural differences, control of west-
ern territories, Northern industrialists' desire for southern resources, slander of the South 
by Northern newspapers, attempts by New Englanders to instigate slave rebellion, slav-
ery and northern aggression. 
 

"What many don't realize is that a majority of Northern politicians supported acts of ter-
rorism; 68 of 117 actually signed a document advocating terroristic activity against 
Southern citizens," King said. "Most educated Southerners of that time favored gradual 
emancipation of slaves and knew the institution of slavery would soon be dead. 
 

"But what they could not abide was the unconstitutional acts carried out by Lincoln and 
the New Englanders who treated the South as an agricultural colony with the intent to 
bleed it dry. Their acts were not only immoral, they went against the very constitution 
upon which the Union was founded." 
 

Thuersam, the native New Yorker who jokingly refers to himself as "Dances with 
Wolves" in that he grew to not only understand but agree with the Southern perspective 
on the Civil War after serving at Army bases in Alabama, Kentucky and Georgia, said 
many of the accepted factors surrounding the Civil War that are being called into ques-
tion by current historians come from a refusal — particularly by Northerners — to "look 
at that era, warts and all." 
 

"Surely the South invested millions of dollars in slave labor," he said, "but many seem to 
overlook the fact that most of the slave ships were outfitted and financed by northern 
traders. The North has done a good job over the years of covering its footsteps in the 
slave trade. 
 

"Many influential Georgia leaders of that era — Toombs, Hill, (Henry) Benning, 
Stephens, Johnson,  (Howell) Cobb, (Joseph) Brown — were opposed to secession, but 
what they saw was only intense sectional hostility; what they didn't see were practical 
and peaceful solutions from abolitionists to end the slavery controversy without blood-
shed. Those Georgia leaders wanted peaceful settlement of the question, but got nothing 
but hatred, the inciting of slave insurrection and murder instead. They did what any sane 
person would do: sever ties with the fanatics to the North who threatened the peace and 
form their own political union, as proclaimed in Jefferson 's Declaration, with those they 
had something in common with. 
 

"A more perfect union is what they were after, and with the consent of the governed."

RICHMOND, VA (WWBT) – For the second time in less than 
a year, the General Robert E. Lee monument in Richmond's 
Fan district has been vandalized. 

The Lee statue can be found on Monument Avenue near N. Allen Avenue. Saturday 
morning, the graffitied text "five-0" could be seen on the monument's base. 

Capitol Police tell us an officer on routine patrol spotted the graffiti around 5:20 Satur-
day morning. The Department of General Services has been notified and a crew is ex-
pected to clean up the monument sometime Saturday afternoon. 

Back in April 2011, a similar sight sparked outrage when the words "no hero" were 
painted on the Lee monument, as well as the monument to Jefferson Davis. 

In December, another statue of Robert E. Lee was vandalized in Charlottesville. 
"Occupy will rise again" was painted on the statue. Members of the local Occupy Wall 
Street movement condemned the action and said Occupy Charlottesville was not re-
sponsible. 

No arrests have been made in this most recent case of vandalism. 

The exhibitions director for Quirk Gallery tells us similar graffiti was painted on the 
front their building in the 300 block of West Broad Street. They sent us a security image 
that appears to show a male with a spray paint can in hand. It's unclear if this incident is 
related to the graffiti on the Lee monument or if the individual depicted in the image 
actually committed the act of vandalism discovered at the Quirk Gallery.

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 I had the good fortune to attend a number of Lee-Jackson Banquets during Janu-
ary.  It certainly is different now than what it was a dozen or so years ago when it was 
necessary to search for an event to honor, not only two of the greatest Southerners who 
ever donned a military uniform, but two Americans recognized worldwide for their skills 
in fighting an enemy who was superior in every way except for their love of liberty.

UP-DATE ON THE BULLOCK COUNTY MONUMENT RESORATION  

Contributions to the fund to repair and restoration the historic Confederate monument are 
coming in better that expect, “but we’re still not there yet,” according to Michael Sorrell, 
commander of the local Camp #941 of the Sons of Confederate Veterans, the group 
spearheading the drive to refurbish the base and statue of the 100-plus year old Georgia 
marble monument. 

 

“The monument was unveiled in 1909 and as far as we know, it has not received 
any type of major renovation or repair,” Sorrell said.  “We want to make sure its still 
there for at least another 100 years. 

 

The Statesboro monument was erected during the 20 years around the turn of 
the 19th century when a wave of Southern pride swept across the region.  As a result, 
most Southern towns have a large monument commemorating the valor of the Confeder-
ate soldier standing prominently on the grounds of the county courthouse or some other 
public building.  In most cases, the monuments were paid for through private donation of 
the United Daughters of the Confederacy and the United Confederate Veterans, the fore-
runner of today’s Sons of Confederate Veterans. 

 

“What has been surprising to us is that the donations we have received have 
been voluntary.  At this point, we have not started our one-on-one solicitations from 
the citizens and commercial establishments.  It’s good to see the folks in Bulloch 
County still have that pride in their heritage and the desire to see the monument pre-
served,” he added. 

 

Persons who wish to make a contribution may do so.  The Historic Monument 
Fund has been established and donations can be made at any Branch of Sea Island 
Bank.  The Sons of Confederate Veterans is a 501-c-3 non-profit organization and do-
nations are tax deductable. 

   

Michael Mull, lt. commander (south) for the Georgia Division, said so far the 
Statesboro SCV camp has been able to raise all of the local money needed for 90-10 
matching funds from the Georgia Division through the voluntary donations.  “It is 
gratifying to see our local folks taking an interest in what we are doing and wanting to 
be a part of it.  We’ve touted the monument to be a historic monument and not encum-
bered by political correctness.” 

 

The project will come up for an up or down vote at the SCV’s annual division 
reunion in Bainbridge this summer.  If the camp receives the expected approval for 
funding through the Specialty License Plate fund, work should begin in July.  Upon 
completion, a brief rededication ceremony will be held, but the main memorial service 
will be in June 2013 when the camp will host the division’s annual convention.
