Georgia Power Facing

removed the flags. A spokeswoman for
the Southern Company subsidiary said in
an interview with local reporters, "Yes,
we did remove those flags that were put
up on October 8, and we will be monitor-
ing. If they are put back up, we will re-
move them once again." Descendants
of the buried veterans, and members of
tthe Old Yellow Dirt Baptist Church, have

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The Augusta Canal Authority Removes the Battle Flag
from the Confederate Powder Works Chimney

Augusta Canal Authority Risks
Major Lawsuit

In an decision that will likely risk
hundreds of thousands of dollars, the
Augusta Canal Authority ordered the
removal of the Confederate battle
flag from the Confederate Powder
Works Chimney that was recently
restored and rededicated as a major
historical landmark.

Augusta’'s Powder Works Chim-
ney is all that remains of the only
building ever built by the Confederate |
government. Using approximately
$100,000 contributed by the Georgia Division of the Sons of Confederate Vet-
erans, the chimney was restored in 2010 and rededicated to the memory of
the Confederacy and the Southern soldier. Part of the agreement of the large
contribution stipulated that the Confederate battle flag placard attached to it
would remain. In fact, the local Augusta camp of the Sons of Confederate
Veterans was charged by the Augusta-Richmond County Commission in April
of 2001 with the authority to preserve the monument.

After approaching the local SCV camp a couple of weeks ago with a pro-
posal to remove the battle flag placard from the chimney in exchange for
building a flag park which included all three national flags of the Confederacy
plus the battle flag on poles beside the chimney, the Canal Authority was
promised that the matter would be discussed at a scheduled meeting of the
Georgia SCV's executive council. Then, a representative of the Canal Author-
ity changed the proposal by removing all of the Confederate flags except the
first national flag which is the only one of the four flags that does not bear the
"St. Andrews Cross" associated with the battle flag. However, even as the
SCV meeting was taking place on the morning of Saturday, September 24,
the Canal Authority was having the battle flag removed from the chimney
structure. News of the flag removal was learned by the Sons of Confederate
Veterans during their meeting; and a unanimous vote was taken to support a
lawsuit against the Canal Authority if an acceptable resolution was

At the heart of the Canal Authority's difficulties is the fact that the Powder
Works Chimney is a dedicated monument to the soldiers and government of
the Confederate States. It has long been a matter of public record that the
chimney was preserved as a monument to these; and even an industrial jour-
nal dated as far back as May 1, 1885 acknowledged that the chimney was "a
monument to the Confederate Survivors Association of Augusta." Strength-
ened by recent enhancements to Georgia's monument protection laws, Geor-
gia Code 50-3-1 states that "no publicly owned monument or memorial... in
honor of the military service of... the United States of America... or the Confed-
erate States of America... shall be... altered in any fashion."

Because the battle flag placard on the Augusta Powder Works Chimney
was installed as a memorial to the Confederate soldiers and has been in place
since before the time of the restored chimney's rededication ceremony, the
Sons of Confederate Veterans maintains that it is now a formal part of the me-
morial. Because of the large contribution of the SCV which made the restora-
tion project possible, and the apparent violation of current Georgia law, the
Canal Authority now faces the likelihood of hundreds of thousands of dollars in
damages and legal fees; it has less than thirty days to propose an acceptable
resolution to restore the memorial.

contacted the largest veterans/heritage organization in the state, the Sons
of Confederate Veterans, who have taken the lead in such violations in the
past in Georgia. Family members of the deceased veterans and church
members have attested to the fact that Georgia Power neither owns the actual
cemetery nor does it have the authority to prevent family members from mark-
ing the grave plots of their family with either flowers or flags.

In addition to the potential charges of trespass and the theft of personal
property, Georgia Power is apparently also in violation of those state and fed-
eral statutes which protect the graves and memorials of American veter-
ans. Inrecent years, Georgia has further strengthened state laws designed to
protect any flag or memorial erected or dedicated to veterans on either public
or private property. Family and church members of Old Yell Dirt Cemetery
veterans have already stated that unless Georgia Power replaces the flags
prior to legal action, the Southern Company subsidiary will be required to pay
additional damages and restitution.

The matter had already been sent to the Judge Advocate for the Sons of
Confederate Veterans who was awaiting a satisfactory response from Georgia
Power representatives when news was released on Wednesday that Georgia
Power had replaced the flags on the graves of the veterans but also stated
that no final decision has been made by the Southern Company as to whether
the flags will be allowed to remain permanently without litigation.
